GenEd Requirements, Electives, and College Requirements 
 

In addition to the major requirements listed below, you will need to fill the following General Education (GenEd) categories: 
 

• WLPL 100, Exploring Movement & 

Wellness (1 cr) 

• 200-level Wellness & Physical (1 cr) 

• 300-level Wellness & Physical (1 cr) 

• Literary Studies (3 cr) 

• Quantitative Reasoning (3 cr) 

• Scientific Reasoning (4 cr) 

• Spiritual and Ethical (3 cr) 

• Historical and Social (3 cr) 

• Themed Explorations (9 cr) 

 

 

This major typically requires 54 credits to complete. In addition to the GenEd and major requirements listed, you must complete: 

• 29 elective credits or more (depending on GenEds selected) to total at least 120 credits

Fall:

Plus GenEds, major requirements with flexible timing, or 
electives (as applicable) to total approximately 15 credits 
 

Spring: 
ARTS 210, Figure Drawing (3 cr) 

Plus other GenEds, major requirements with flexible 
timing, or electives (as applicable) to total 30 credits for

ARTS Major Requirements – Typical Third-Year Schedule 
Fall or Spring: 

There are no major requirements specifically recommended for your third year.  You should select GenEds, major
