CWRT Minor Program Standards 

 

Program standards for the CWRT minor include:  

 At least two of the following courses must be taken at Springfield College: ENGL 226, 306, 307, 308. 

 At least three of the five courses must be taken at Springfield College. 

 Only one of your minor courses also can be used to satisfy a major requirement. 

 Only one of your minor courses also can be used to satisfy another minor’s requirement. 

 You must earn a minimum GPA of 2.500 for all courses used for the minor.
