Study Abroad Coursework select two courses (6 Credits) 

Students work with the minor advisor to select courses from the host institution. The language of 

instruction must be Spanish, and the level must be mid- to high-intermediate or advanced. Students may 

select courses from the following areas: Conversation, Grammar, Composition, Culture, Fine or 

Performing Arts, Literature, History, medical terminology, or other courses related to health care or their 

major.
