o Receive a passing score on the Communication and Literacy Skills Test (reading and writing) of the Massachusetts Test for Education
Licensure (MTEL)

e Receive passing scores on the appropriate MTEL Subject Tests

e Earn minimum grades specified for designated course (see the Educator Preparation Handbook)
