1. Call the meeting to order by Sarah Higgins at 12:03
a. Second by Maggie O’Rourke  
2. President
a. Retreat
i. Sunday, February 1st 10am – 1:30pm 
i. We will meet at the Union at 9:30 and arrive at 9:45 
a. Lunch will be provided 
ii. Hank, a very professional associate of deans, will be running the retreat discussing leadership and goal setting 
b. Life After SC & Tips on Interviewing for Jobs and Internships 
i. Jeanette spoke to Annie about publicizing events coming up in February 
i. “Life After SC” February 19th 
ii. “Tips on Interviewing for Jobs and Internships” February 24th 
ii. Jeanette will be attending our next meeting on February 3rd and will be trying to promote the Career Center to all students 
c. SO Forms 
i. The first form, “Meeting Time Survey” was made for Marianne Coughlin to see the usage time for clubs and organizations from 12-1pm
i. There have only been three responses since the form was sent out last week 
a. Due to the low response, it will be sent out again at the SO meeting and made mandatory for clubs. It really needs to be stressed that students need to fill out the survey. 
b. Questions arose at the meeting on whether or not the student population outside of clubs will have a say for the usage of the 12-1pm block. This is the only time that most students have available to eat lunch. 
c. Annie said that most colleges don’t have a common hour never mind have two common hours in a week which is why administration is trying to rid it altogether. 
i. The amount of athletes on our campus is much higher than other campus which is why this bill would most likely not pass. They need a period to rest and recharge. 
ii. President Cooper is not for this bill unless the students are for it. 
ii. The second form, “Officer Change”
i. There have only been five responses since the form was sent out last week 
a. Due to the low response, it will be sent out again at the SO meeting
b. Not sure if officers have not yet been changed which led to the low response
c. It will be made mandatory that officers need to be changed in September or January 
iii. These forms will be brought up to clubs and organizations when an email is sent out in reminder of the SO meeting and once again at the SO meeting by power point 
i. Option 2: Use texting as a way to collect survey data
a.  “If you use the common hour, text Y”
iv. Christie made a transportation request form for clubs 
i. She transformed the three forms into one 
ii. These will be used for trips ran by clubs and organizations
iii. Questions on form sum up to: Who is going? Where are they going? How are they getting there? Purpose of trip? Amount requested? 
iv. Barb organized the club’s information for T account, A account, etc.
a. Christie will tell all of the clubs at the SO meeting to be sure to check out their mailboxes 
v. Christie made the SGA Conference Fund Request 
vi. Lastly she created the Event/Fundraising Reporting Form 
i. A club can do either a fundraiser, co-sponsor an event, or host their own event each semester  
ii. This will allow clubs to think whether to hold an event or fundraiser and what will be more efficient in raising money

ii.
